THE SEASON OF LENT IS READY TO START!

ASH WEDNESDAY - THIS WEEK - February 22"

The Cardinals are just starting Spring Training to get themselves back into shape — just so
they can play a game in a winning fashion. As Catholics we are ready to start our 40 day spiritual
“spring training” — Lent — so that we can get in spiritual shape to celebrate the great Easter sea-
son!

Here are the details for the first day of training — ASH WEDNESDAY:
Mass including the Blessing with Ashes — 6:30am, 8:00am, 9am School Mass, & 7:00pm

This is a required day of fasting and abstinence. Fasting means only one normal
meal for the day, with two smaller meals, and nothing between meals. Abstinence
means all meals are without meat. To keep the spirit of Ash Wednesday, a simplicity
of menu for meals is recommended, as opposed to going out for a fine seafood din-
ner. Extra prayer and meditation enhances this first day of the Lenten season.

FRIDAYS DURING LENT are Days of Abstinence from meat. That much is re-
quired, but seriously consider also fasting or some kind of mortification on Fridays in
Lent as a beginning recollection of the ultimate sacrifice Jesus our Lord would make
on Good Friday.

MQP’S 2" ANNUAL PARISH LENTEN PROJECT

This Lent we will commit to build a Dental Clinic for St. Jean de Sud Parish in Haiti. It can be
done for about $25-35,000.

Holy Redeemer Parish in Webster Groves has been sponsoring this parish in the small coun-
tryside town of St. Jean, Haiti, for 26 years. It is located in a very rural area five hours west of the
capital of Port au Prince. St. Jean de Sud Parish is hoping to build a small building for a Dental
Clinic. Poor dental health is a chronic condition of the impoverished people of Haiti, whose infra-
structure was nearly all destroyed by the gargantuan earthquake a couple years ago. Over the
past eight years, Holy Redeemer has sent American dentists, including our own MQP member,
Dr. Steve Fleischut, as part of a medical mission. Over that time the dentists have seen hundreds
of patients and treated thousands of teeth. They have done this out of a borrowed government
building or in the church sacristy. A permanent building on the parish grounds would be used by
American missionaries on annual mission trips, and as a place for Haitian dentists to deliver care
two to four days a month. A simple, secure, single use building could be built with a donation of
$25-35,000. The structure would be built on a concrete slab, with cinderblock walls, and a sheet-
metal roof and wrought iron bars for window — standard approach in Haiti. The construction
would be completed under the direction of the local pastor, using Haitian construction methods
and labor. This funding request is a one-time request. The future cost of maintenance would be
incurred by the parish of St. Jean de Sud (St. John of the South).

We will have special envelopes like we did last Lent for Father Joseph Kaberia’s truck in Kenya.

Music @ MQP

Last week we talked about how as Catholics, we “sing
the Mass”, as opposed to simply “singing during Mass.”
This is a key aspect of our worship: the congregation’s
participation in song is part of the conversation that
makes up prayers of the Liturgy. This week, | want to
highlight something else: We also “Sing the Bible”, and
most of the time we do it, we use a special form of sing-
ing called “responsorial singing.” This happens with the
most frequency during the part of Mass called the
“Liturgy of the Word”, when we hear the daily readings
proclaim the word of God. We sing the bible after the
First Reading during the Responsorial Psalm, where
the congregation repeats a single verse of the psalm
between verses sung or spoken by the cantor or lector.
A few words about Psalms -- they are spiritual poems
that were sung in ancient Hebrew worship. David him-
self penned a good portion of these 150 poems, and if
you read them, you will discover how they represent the
full range of human spirituality, emotion & experience.
In Mass, we sing a single line from the psalm, one se-
lected to give us a point for meditation and personal
reflection. | encourage you to truly pray these refrains
from your heart -- there are no words as powerful as
those of the Bible, none that can speak more directly to
your soul. If we open ourselves and seek the Lord
through these lines, He will surely reveal himself to us!

Anyone who works with or volunteers with children must be
compliant with the Safe Environment Program per the USCCB
(U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops). Compliance in the
Archdiocese of St. Louis includes having the Protecting God’s
Children workshop, a signed Code of Ethical Conduct and a
current background check which is run every even year in our
Archdiocese. 2012 is a background check year and we’ll
begin requesting current background checks for those who
are active with children in our parish. If you’re no longer serv-
ing children in any capacity, please let Sue Barnowski know at
mgpeagle@mqgpwg.org or 962-2311. If you're still serving
children in our parish, we will be requesting a current back-
ground check for you. You'll also receive a copy by mail from
the MO Department of Health and Senior Services.
